The Mining Lease has been granted in favour of M/s Pacific Industries Ltd, for a
period of 30 years over an area of 3.816 Ha.The Mining Plan with progressive
mine closure plan has been approved by DGM, Bhopal vide L.No.
15230/M.P./G-1/N.K.40 /2018 dtd.26.9.2018.

SEAC in its 461% SEAC meeting dtd 29.9.2020 has recommended the case
with 36 special conditions for issuance of EC.

It was noted that as per DFO endt. L.No. 2903 Anuppur dtd.20.03.2017, the
National Park/Sanctuary is not located within 10 Km., radius from the mining
site. Hence, the General Conditions are not attracted.

It was noted that the water requirement is 85 KLD (71 KLD Dust Suppression
+1 KLD Domestic activity+Green Belt 5.0 KLD +Drilling 5.0 KLD+Wire saw-3.0
KLD which shall be met from Tanker.

It was also noted that the Public Hearing was carried out on 27.08.2020 at
Panchayat Bhavan Chilpa, Tehsil - Anuppur, Dist. Anuppur
under Chairmanship of Additional Collector, Anuppur. The major comments of
applicants during public hearing are are water for irrigation, access on
approach road, Controlled blasting, employment of local people, construction &
maintenance of existing / approach road connecting the mine & main road,
Plantation on road side, regular health check-up of mine workers & water
sprinkling to suppress the dust emission.

After detailed discussions and perusal of recommendations of 461 SEAC
meeting dtd 29.9.2020, it was decided to accept the recommendation of SEAC
for grant of prior EC to the project subject to the following specific conditions:

1 The entire demand of fresh water should be met through MPIDC.(NOC
dtd.14.09.2020) Fresh water should not be used for Irrigation and gardening
purpose.

2. Waste water:

(a) PP should ensure “Zero effluent discharge” from the unit by 100% recycling.
The water softening reject, boiler blow down reject and cooling blow down will
be treated in ETP. Further treated waste water will go through the RO and
finally re used / recycled in the process and unused waste water evaporates in
MEE.
