This is a project pertaining to mining of Modernization of Manganese Mine in
MLA of 4.99 ha. The activity is mentioned at S.No. 1 (a) of the Schedule of EIA
Notification 2006 as amended from time to time. The project is reported to be at
a distance of more than 10 km from National Park /Sanctuary/Biosphere
Reserve etc. thus it is not attracted by the general conditions and falls under
category ‘B-1" by virtue of its location and mining lease area. The case was
forwarded by SEIAA to SEAC for appraisal of EIA for environment clearance for
the project.
