1. Mendha Irrigation project has been conceived by Water Resources Department,
Madhya Pradesh. The Project is proposed on Tapti River near Village Mendha,
Tehsil Betul of District Betul.

2. The project has a command area of 5,800 ha; therefore as per EIA notification of
September 2006 and subsequent amendment dated 14™ August 2018, it is a
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Category B2 project (Medium irrigation project having CCA > 2000 ha and <
10000 ha)” and hence shall be appraised by SEIAA/SEAC, Madhya Pradesh.

3. No National Park, Sanctuary, Defense Establishments, Archeological
Monuments, Notified Eco-sensitive areas or protected area under Wildlife
(Protection) Act exists within the project area or within 10 km distance from it.

4. Mendha Medium Irrigation project has been planned to cater to the drinking and
irrigation water requirement of Athner tehsil of Betul District, which are declared
drought prone areas due to acute shortage of surface and ground water sources.

5. The project proposes to construct a 36.40 m (maximum) high dam across Tapti
River near Mendha village to create 36.46 MCM of gross storage of water for
drinking and irrigation.

1. The project involves construction of a dam across Machna river, to create gross
storage capacity of 39.62 MCM out of which 31.885 MCM will be utilized for lift
irrigation scheme and 2.00 MCM for drinking water.

The main source of water is from Company’'s Bore-wells/ tanker. Water
Consumption is 3.6 KLD. No significant impact is being envisaged.

Only 3KL effluent is being envisaged which shall be treated through ZLD.
Solvent from process- Solvent Recovery system with double condenser.

Water generated will be recycled in the process. Vapor coming out from the
process will go to double condenser.
