Sita Nagar Irrigation project is proposed on river Sonar, a tributary of Ken
River, the latter finally joins river Yamuna. The project is situated in Damoh
block and is 30 km from district head quarter.

The proposed dam site is located near Sita Nagar Village on banks of Sonar
river in Damoh Tehsil at latitude 24 02’30"N and longitude 79 025'22"E and
geographically covered under SOl Topo Sheet No. 54P/8

The project envisages construction of a 27.50 m high and 3843.1 m long
composite dam across Sonar river near village Sumer and Bijori Sirsiya in
Damoh District of Madhya Pradesh to provide micro- irrigation facility to
16200ha command area, covered under 24 and 60 villages in Pathariya and
Damoh Tehsil respectively.

It is designed to have a gross storage of 65.88 MCM and after accounting for
6.29MCM dead storage, live storage of 59.59 MCM water to provide irrigation
to command area of 16200 ha (CCA) through a well-planned network of
pressurized pipe irrigation network. For facilitating pressurized irrigation two
rising main of length 2 and 13 km shall be provided to feed 2 gravity mains.
The power requirement for lifting shall be 4.60MW. Entire submergence area
at FRL (871.933 ha) and gross command area (16200 ha) are covered in

MP.
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5. At present irrigation in the project area from all sources is only 32.10% of the
net cropped area. To harness the surplus water available in Sonarriver, an
assured source of surface irrigation is vehemently needed in the area.

6. The project has been conceived with a view to harness Sonar river for
providing irrigation facility to 16200 ha for 8600 ha of Wheat and 7600 Ha of
Gram during Rabi with 100 % annual irrigation intensity.

7. The total catchment area of Sonar River up to the proposed site is 3896.97
sq. km. The catchment intercepted by 4 medium / major irrigation schemes
on Bewas River is 1465.56 sq. km. The catchment intercepted by 6 medium /
maijor irrigation schemes on Sonar River and its tributaries other than Bewas
is 740.43 sq. km. Thus. The intercepted catchment by upstream projects is
2205.99 ha leaving a free draining/net catchment of 1690.98 sq. km for which

8. Command area to be benefited from the project is covered under 82 villages
in Pathariya (22) and Damoh tehsils (60) of district Damoh.

9. This is a River Valley projects involving < 10,000 ha. of culturable command
area and denies the general conditions falls under category "B" and have
been mentioned at SN.

6. The proposed project is covered under 5 (f) category (B) of the schedule of
EIA Notification issued by the Ministry of Environment & Forests vide
S.0.1533 (E), dtd. 14.09.2006 and its amendments, hence is required to
obtain prior EC.

7. There is no interstate boundary within 05 km and no National park,
Sanctuary and Eco-sensitive areas within 05 km of the project area hence
General condition are not attracted.

8. The case was discussed in 469th SEAC meeting dated 17.12.2020 wherein
ToR was recommended. PP has submitted the EIA report vide letter dated
01.02.2021 which was forwarded to SEAC vide letter no. 6422 dated
15.02.2021.Accordingly the case was considered in SEAC meetings 481th
SEAC meeting dtd. 16.02.21 and is recommended for grant of prior EC
subject to special conditions.

9. After the recommendation the case was scheduled in 665th SEIAA meeting
dtd. 06.03.2021 and recorded that:-

All the raw materials, chemicals and solvents required for manufacturing
of Flavour, Fragrances, Antioxidants and Aromatic compounds
(Synthetic organic Chemicals) will be purchased locally as well as from
other states.

The existing complete infrastructure will be utilized with some
expansion. The process which will be adopted is a catalyst based
technology which reduces water consumption and effluent generation.
Water shall be requiring for process, cooling, domestic, boiler and
gardening. The total requirement is 40 KL per day which will be met out
of the supply by the Bore Well Water /Tankers. Application for
groundwater extraction is submitted and is in process.

1.8 KLD domestic wastewater shall be generated which will send to
STP. 20 KLD waste water will be generated from the process out of
which 5 KLD is of Low COD/TDS and 15 KLD is of High COD/TDS, also
from Boiler/Cooling tower/scrubber 3 KLD waste water both will be send
to ETP. The recycled water will be used for washing and flushing.

The air pollution will be caused by the Boiler and the process plant
exhaust systems. Acid alkaline scrubber, solvent recovery systems,
exhaust system, stack will be installed. Preventive control measures
have been taken for the emissions coming out from pressurized
equipment. Even the dust, outside the project will be minimal due to the
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constructed compound walls and plantation which will function as
barriers along the boundary.

Manufacturing facility may result into gaseous emission and chemical
fumes. However, solvent recovery facility acid/alkali media based
scrubbers, handling and storage precautions, closed pipe lines, regular
inspection etc. will be the air pollution prevention & control strategies.
Solid waste generated during the manufacturing process and
wastewater treatment process is mainly sludge and will be disposed at
authorized TSDF facility as per Hazardous and Other Waste
(Management & Transboundary Movement) Rules, 2008 (Amendment
2016).

Total power requirement is 500KVA which is met by the supply from the
MPSEB.

Consumption of coal per month in boiler- 720 Metric Tons. As per the
Indian standard specification of coal, ash content will be (20-
25%).considering the maximum content, the calculation is as follows:-
Ash % in coal used = 720 x 25 = 180 Metric tons per month. Generated
ash will be stored at designated area. Ash will be sent to Eit udyog,
Ujjain & Shajapur. PP has submitted consent letter from ET Udyog
Owners regarding use of ash for making bricks.

PP has proposed plantation in around 3486.42 square meters i.e. 33%
of the total area. The green belt of 5-10 m width will be developed
mainly along the periphery and road side

The capital cost of the project is 7.5 Crores INR.

PP has proposed physical targets as per the needs of the local
population under Corporate Environment Responsibility (CER) to secure
1.0 % of CER amount with respect to Project Cost.i.e 7.5 lakh as

The submissions made by the PP were found to be satisfactory and acceptable
hence it is decided to accept the recommendations of 481 SEAC meeting dtd.
16.02.21 and grant Prior Environmental Clearance for proposed project

Production Capacity: 8141 MT/Annum by Director, M/s Asterisk Chemicals
Pvt. Ltd., 68B Industrial Area Maksi Dist- Sajapur (MP) -465106, subject to the
following specific conditions:-

1. If fresh water requirement fulfill from the ground water, PP should obtain

NOC from the concern authority for the withdrawal of ground water. Fresh

water should not be used for Irrigation and gardening purpose.

2. PP should explore the possibility to use of other source of fuel instead of
coal.

3. Waste water:

(a) PP should ensure “Zero effluent discharge” from the unit by 100%
recycling. The water softening reject, boiler blow down reject and
cooling blow down will be treated in ETP. Further treated waste water
will go through the RO and finally re used / recycled in the process and
unused waste water evaporates in MEE.

(b) RO and MEE should be provided for treatment of high COD waste
streams and only in case of emergency/breakdown high COD wastes
should be disposed off through CTSDF, Pithampur, Dhar.

4. For Air Pollution:

(a) PP should ensure regular Stack monitoring & ambient air quality
monitoring and should be carried out as per the guidelines/norms of
MPPCB/CPCB.

(b) In plant control measures for checking fugitive emission from all the
vulnerable sources shall be provided. Fugitive emission shall be
controlled by providing closed storage, closed handling & conveyance of
chemicals/materials, multi cyclone separator/bag filters and water
sprinkling system. '

(c) Company shall carry out the HAZOP study and report shall be submitted
to ministry MoEF & CC Regional Office, Bhopal.

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5. Hazardous Waste Management:

(a) As proposed above, PP should ensure disposal of hazardous waste
regularly and there should be no dumping of these materials in the
premises/outside.

(b) PP should ensure handling, disposal and management of hazardous
waste as per the related prescribed rules.

(c) PP should obtain Renewal of authorization regularly from MPPCB for
collection storage and disposal of hazardous waste (Management,
handling & transboundary Movement) Rules 2008 and its
amendments. Membership of the TSDF should be obtained for
hazardous waste disposal.

(d) Hazardous chemicals should be stored in sealed tanks, drums etc.
Flame arrestors shall be provided on tanks. To avoid the spillage from
processing unit, Industry shall provide fully mechanized filling and
packaging operation unit.

6. Green Belt Development:

(a) PP should ensure plantation as proposed 3486.42 sq m. area with
430 number of trees Plantation in the project area of indigenous local
varieties like Neem, Peepal, Kadam and Kachnaar.

(b) Every effort should be made to protect the existing trees on the plot.

(c) Green area including thick green-belt shall be developed in at least
33% of the plot area to mitigate the effect of fugitive emissions all
around the plant in consultation with the forest department as per the
guidelines of CPCB.

7 PP should ensure the implementation of CER activities to the extent of Rs.
7 50 lakh as committed during presentation on regular basis in consultation
with District Administration/ Sarpanch of respective area.

8. Total quantity of runoff water generated and green belt area should be
collected in underground tank & used for process in plant to minimize fresh

water requirement.
9. All other conditions as laid in the consents of MPPCB shall be applicable.

3. Case No 7454/2020 Prior Environment Clearance for Sand Quarry in an area of
8.0 ha. for production capacity of 60000 cum per annum at Khasra No. 1667 at
Village - Pondi-1, Tehsil - Bahari, Dist. Sidhi (MP) by M/s Sainik Industries Pvt.
Ltd, Authorized Person, Shri Litesh Jha, Flat No. 201, 202, Vikas Plaza, Building
No. 2, Local Shopping Centre, Kalakaji, New Delhi — 110091

(1) This is a project pertaining to mining of Sand Quarry in an area of 8.00 ha.
The activity is mentioned at S.No. 1 (a) of the Schedule of EIA Notification
2006 as amended from time to time. The project is reported to be at a
distance of more than 10 km from National Park /Sanctuary etc. thus it is not
attracted by the general conditions and falls under category ‘B-1" by virtue of
its location and mining lease area. The case was forwarded by SEIAA to
SEAC for appraisal of EIA for environment clearance for the project. It was
submitted that this is a proposed mine having valid lease period as per the
provisions of M.P. State Sand Mining Policy — 2019 with production capacity

of 60000 cum per annum. j

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(3) The Mining Lease has been granted in favour of M/s Sainik Industries Pvt.
Ltd, by the Madhya Pradesh Mineral Resource Department vide letter no.

(4) SEAC in its 487" SEAC meeting dtd. 05.3.2021 has recommended the case
with 26 special conditions for issuance of EC.

(5) It was noted that as per Collector Office, (Ekal Praman-Patr) Sidhi vide letter
no. 528 dated: 14/07/2020, the National Park/Sanctuary is not located within
10 Km., radius from the mining site. Hence, the General Conditions are not
attracted. There is no forest boundary in less than 250 m distance from the
ML area.

(6) It was noted that the water requirement is 94 KLD (88 KLD Dust Suppression
+01 KLD Drinking & other use activity+ 05 KLD Green Belt which shall be
met from river for dust supperssion & green belt and hand pump water will
be used for drinking purpose.

(7) It was noted that the Public Hearing was held on 27.01.2021 at Mine site in
Village - Pondi, Tehsil - Bahri, Dist. Sidhi under the Chairmanship of Upper
Collector, Sidhi. The issues raised during public hearing shall be committed
and complied by PP.

After detailed discussions and perusal of recommendations of 487" SEAC
meeting dtd. 05.3.2021, it was decided to accept the recommendation of SEAC
for grant of prior EC to the project subject to the following specific conditions:

. PP shall not start mining activity before execution of lease agreement.

Il.  The production capacity shall be limited to the quantity as recommended
by SEAC.

ll.  The mining shall be carried out strictly as per the approved mining plan
and ensure that the annual replenishment of sand in the mining lease
area is sufficient to sustain the mining operations at levels prescribed in
the mining plan.

IV. No ramp will be allowed within the river basin to transport sand to the
other bank. Transportation will be allowed on the bank side where the

mineral is being excavated.
