Nigam, Indore) incorporating all the fire fighting measures recommended in
National Building Code 2016. The occupancy permit shall be issued by Nagar

1. The project is planned by WRD, MP to provide irrigation water to Biaora and
Narsinghgarh tehsils of Rajgarh district and provision has been made for
drinking water supply to Biora tehsil of Rajgarh district.

2. The irrigation project is proposed on River Parbati near Berar village of Biaora
tehsil in Rajgarh district. Gross storage capacity - 201.35 MCM, live storage
capacity of 183.70 MCM, Cultivable Command Area — 49,800 ha, Catchment
Area - 4206 Sq.Km., Intercepted Catchment Area 3428.21Sq.Km, Net
Catchment Area is 777.79 Sq.Km, Height of dam (m) - 25.00 , Length of Main
Dam including Earthen Bund(m) - 4705.00 , Length of spillway(m ) - 412.00
The project will be implemented and operated by Water Resources
Department, Madhya Pradesh.

3. The project is planned to cater irrigation water to 49,800 ha of CCA in 220
villages of Biaora and Narsinghgarh tehsils of Rajgarh district.

4. The project involves construction of a dam across Parvati River, to create gross
storage capacity of 201 '35 MCM and live storage of 183.70 MCM.

5. The proposed Suthaliya dam site is located near Berar village at latitude
23057'09" N and longitude 77009'59" E, geographically covered under SOI
Toposheet No. 55 E/1. The proposed dam site is approachable from a fair
weather road of 38 km from Bioara.

6. As per EIA Notification of September 2006 and subsequent amendments,
Irrigation Projects, listed at item 1(c) of Schedule, having culturable command
area (CCA) greater than or equal to 10,000 ha and less than 50,000 ha are
considered as category B1 project; and are therefore be appraised at State
level.

7. The proposed project, Suthaliya Irrigation Scheme, has CCA of 49,800 ha;
therefore; Scoping Clearance was issued by SEAC and final appraisal will also
be carried out by SEAC/SEIAA as Category ‘B1’ Projects”.The case was
discussed in 373¢ SEAC dated 24/05/2019 wherein ToR was
recommended.Accordingly letter was issued by SEAC vide letter No. 406/PS-
MS/MPPCB/SEAC/373/2019 dated 17/06/2019.

8. There is no wildlife sanctuary, National park (DFO letter dtd. 17.01.19) and
interstate boundary (PWD letter dtd.29.01.19) within 10 km of the project area,
hence general conditions are not attracted.

9. No archaeological monument of national importance lies either in the project
area or in its submergence area. There is also no struc f national heritage

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10.PP has submitted the EIA report vide letter dated 25.03.2021 which was
forwarded to SEAC vide letter no. 7882 dated 31.03.2021.Accordingly the case
was considered in SEAC meetings 496" SEAC meeting dtd. 03.04.21 and is
recommended for grant of prior EC subject to special conditions.

11. Public Hearings for the Suthaliya Irrigation Project were conducted by Madhya
Pradesh State Pollution Control Board (MPPCB) on 24th February 2021 in
Rajgarh District and 25th February 2021 in Guna and Bhopal Districtsunder the
Chairmanship of Additional District Magistrates of respective districts. The
Project proponent assured the local stake-holders that their grievances and
logical demands shall be properly addressed as per prevalent norms and rules.
The project proponent also stated to adhere to Environmental norms and
standards in project activities. The respondents were also assured that
compensation for land and other assets to be acquired and other R&R grants
shall be as per provisions enshrined under “The Right to Fair Compensation
and Transparency in Land Acquisition, Rehabilitation and Resettiement Act,
2013

12. After the recommendation today the case was scheduled for presentation and
after deliberation recorded that:-

i. The Suthaliya Irrigation Project envisages construction of an earthen and
concrete dam with central spillway. The project constitutes the following:

e Construction of 4705 m long Dam with a maximum height of 25.0 m

e The 412 m long Central Spillway with 19 Nos vertical gates of size 15 m x
12.00 m with a maximum discharging capacity of 19853.86 cumec.

e The 680.35 m long earthen section on either side of the Dam portion.

e Storage formed by the construction of Dam will have a Gross storage of
201.35 MCM and live storage of 183.70 MCM

e Culturable Command Area is 49,800 ha.

e A total 38 villages of Biaora tehsil of Rajgarh district, Maksudangarh of
Guna district and Berasia tehsil of Bhopal district will be affected. Total
1671 families (860 of Rajgarh district & 811 of Guna district) will be
displaced requiring resettlement.

e 3627.93 ha of private land and 605.44 ha government land will be
required for the project.

e Diversion of forest land is not required for the proposed project.

e Water will be lifted through two rising main of 2.5 km and 6.0 km from two
pumping locations up to Distribution Chambers and then distributed by
gravity mains.

ii. Total land requirement for construction of Dam, Reservoir area, Distribution
chambers, rising main etc. will be 4233.37 ha; out of which 3627.93 ha is
private land and 605.44 ha is government land. Diversion of forest land is

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e The Submergence area of proposed project falls in Biaora tehsil of
Rajgarh district; Maksudangarh tehsil of Guna District; and Berasia tehsil
of Bhopal district and Command Area is located in Biaora, Narsinghgarh
Rajgarh tehsils of Rajgarh district.

e 38 villages of Suthaliya tehsil of Rajgarh district, Maksudangarh of Guna
district and Berasia tehsil of Bhopal district will be affected.

e 2 villages viz. Raghunathpura (Guna) and Guijjar kheri Khurd (Rajgarh)
will be fully submerged.

e 1671 families (860 of Rajgarh district & 811 of Guna district) will be
displaced and resettled

ii. PP has submitted that the total private land required for the project is
3627.93 ha. — belongs to 38 villages of Rajgarh, Guna Bhopal Districts and
Government Land is required is 605.44 ha., and no forest land is involved
in this project. Schedule —I species (Peafowl) was found in the study area
for which prepared Wildlife Management Plan which has submitted to Chief
Wildlife warden , Bhopal. Further, R&R layout Plan at village Mau for
displaced persons of Rajgarh district is being proposed.

iv. 1671 nuclear families will be displaced to 15 villages.They will be settled in
a new village/colony with adequate infrastructure.For resettlement plan, it is
proposed to develop resettlement colonies for Rajgarh and Guna district
where 860 and 811 families will be resettled respectively.

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vi. Inirrigation schemes, air pollution occurs mainly during project construction
phase. For all major construction activities, curtaining of the site will be
done to protect the surrounding areas from dust emissions. In addition,
regular sprinkling of the water will be done on construction sites for dust
suppression. Dust mask will be provided to the workers.Regular
maintenance of machineriesTrucks/ dumpers will not be overloaded, and
their speed kept within the prescribed limitsCopious sprinkling of water at
the work site and haul roads shall be carried out.Wet drilling shall be
adopted.Periodical monitoring of air quality.Road damage caused by sub-
project activities will be promptly attended to with proper road repair and
maintenance work. Excessive soil on paved areas will be sprayed (wet)
and/or swept and unpaved areas will be sprayed and/or mulched. During
operation phase, no major impacts are envisaged on air quality. For control
of air pollution A budget provision of Rs. 10.00 lakh per year for 5 years has
been made.

viii. The runoff from this site and also from muck storage/disposal sites,
material storage area; may contain high quantities of Suspended Solids
impacting the water quality of drainages in the area.
