(i) PP shall plan to construct pakka approach road in place of Kaccha Road and
also planning for alternate route for transportation of material outside the village
area.

(ii) PP shall plan plantation along the approach road & periphery on the lease area
shall be carried out in consultation with forest department and actual site
photographs with all details be made part of EIA report.

(ix) PP shall ensure to prepare plan for utilization of non conventional energy
sources as far as possible and incorporate in the EIA study.

(x) PP shall ensure to comply the condition mention in draft notication of MoeF&
CC dated 18.02.2022 regarding use of DG Set and to control pollution and
should be suitable incorporated in EIA studies.
