“The case was presented by the PP and their Env. Consultant Shri Sandhu from M/s. Ambiental
Global Private limited. Inspite of constant efforts PP could not connected online. During
appraising of the on line available documents it was observed by the Committee that PP has
properly furnished the information desired for the project appraisal. Several ambiguities /
difference in information were observed by committee in the executive summary, from-1 and
other documents filed by PP for project appraisal. Even PP is not sure of the category in which
this case shall be appraised as has applied for both cat 8(b) in executive summery and cat 8(a) in
Appendix-I. Similarly the built-up area as per executive summery is 22271 sq meter while in
Appendix-1 it is mentioned as 66058. 54 sq meter. The details of proposed DG sets are differently
mentioned in executive summery and Appendix-I. The environmental sensitivity is also not
addressed properly for point number 02, 07 & 08. The environmental consultant could not Jjustify
for these ambiguities and proposed to revise the entire set of documents. The committee after
deliberations recommends that PP may revise all the documents and provide relevant information
which shall be similar in all documents such as executive summary, Appendix-I & conceptual plan
etc with the copy of permission obtained by him for uprooting trees which were in existence
before construction begins through SEIAA. Committee recommends that on above grounds this
application may be rejected and PP may be asked to apply a fresh and case file may be sent to
SEIAA for onward necessary action.”

Accepting the recommendation of SEAC, Authority decided to reject the case.

After discussion, it is decided to accept the recommendations of 563™ SEAC
meeting dated 04.04.22 and accord Prior Environmental Clearance for
proposed Construction of Warehouse at Survey No. 37/2, Village - Bhenslay,
Tehsil - Mhow, Dist. Indore, MP. Plot Area — 53,774 sqm with built up area -
32,566. 97 sqm by M/s Adani Logistic Ltd, Adani Corporate House, Shantigram
Near Vaishno Devi Circle, S.G. Highway, Khodiyar, Ahmedabad, Gujrat. -
382421 subject to following specific conditions:-

1. PP should ensure to water supply arrangement through ground water after
obtaining permission from Central Ground water Board.

2. The inlet and outlet point of natural drain system should be maintained with
adequate size of channel for ensuring unrestricted flow of water.

3. Disposal of waste water.

a. Sewage shall be treated in the STP based on MBBR Technology with tertiary
treatment i.e. Ultra Filtration. The Treated effluent from STP shall be recycled
Ireused for flushing. DG cooling, Gardening and HVAC.

b. PP should ensure linkage with municipal sewer line for disposal of extra treated
waste water and obtain NOC for the same from concerned department.

4. Solid Waste Management:

a. Separate wet and dry bins must be provided at the ground level for facilitating
segregation of waste.

b. The solid waste generated should be properly collected and segregated. Wet
garbage should be composted and dry inert solid waste should be disposed off
to the approved sites for land filling after recovering recyclable material.

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¢. Wet Garbage shall be composted in Organic waste convertor. Adequate area
shall be provided for solid waste management within the premises which will
include area for segregation, composting. The Inert waste from the project will
be sent to dumping site.

d. Ensure linkage with Municipal Corporation for final disposal of MSW and obtain
NOC from the Municipal Corporation Indore for the same.

5. PP should ensure road width, front MOS and side / rear as per MPBVR 2012.
6. For firefighting:-
a. PP should ensure distance of fire station approachable from the project site.

b. As per MPBVR, 2012 rule 42 (3) PP should submit necessary drawings and
details to the Authority (Nagar Nigam, Indorel) incorporating all the fire fighting
measures recommended in National Building Code part — IV point no. 3.46.1.
The occupancy permit shall be issued by Nagar Nigam only after ensuring
that all fire fighting measures are physically in place.

7. For Rain Water Harvesting, and Ground water recharge:-

a. PP should ensure the rain water harvesting with 08 no. of recharging pits and
these pits should be connected laterally to consume the surplus runoff. In
addition, PP should provide recharging trenches. The base of the trenches
should be Kachha with pebbles.

b. The storm water from roof — top, paved surfaces and landscaped surfaces
should be properly channelized to the rain water harvesting sumps through
efficient storm water network as proposed. The budget should be included in
EMP plan for storm water management.

c. Additional soil for leveling of the proposed site should be generated within the
sites (to the extent possible) so that natural drainage system of the area is
protected and improved

8. PP should ensure to provide total- 592 nos. of parking including 319 (Car) + 250
(2-Wheeler) + 23 (Truck) and explore the possibility to increase the parking space.
No other activities will be allowed in the parking area. '

9. For Energy Conservation PP should Ensure :-

a. Solar lights should be provided for common amenities like Street lighting &
Garden lighting.

b. PP should ensure installation of photovoltaic cells (solar energy) for lighting in
common areas, LED light fixtures, and other energy efficient equipments.

c. electrical charging points for E-Vehicles shall be provided to promote clean

energy
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
