The inlet and outlet point of natural drain system should be maintained with adequate
size of channel for ensuring unrestricted flow of water.

hard copy of compliance report of the stipulated prior environmental clearance terms
and conditions to the Regulatory Authority also

The Regional Office, MoEF, Gol, Bhopal and MPPCB shall monitor compliance of the
stipulated conditions. A complete set of documents including Environment Impact
Assessment Report. Environmental Management Plan and other documents
information should be given to Regional Office of the MoEF, Gol at Bhopal and
MPPCB.

The Project Proponent shall inform to the Regional Office, MoEF, Gol, Bhopal and
MP PCB regarding date of financial closures and final approval of the project by the
concerned authorities and the date of start of land development work.

In the case of expansion or any change(s) in the scope of the project, the project shall
again require prior Environmental Clearance as per EIA notification, 2006.

The SEIAA of M.P. reserves the right to add additional safeguard measures
subsequently, if found necessary, and to take action' including revoking of the
environment clearance under the provisions of the Environmental (Protection) Act,
1986, to ensure effective implementation of the suggested safeguard measures ina
time bound and satisfactory manner.

The proponent shall upload the status of compliance of the stipulated EC conditions,
including results of monitored data on their website and shall update the same
periodically. It shall simultaneously be sent to the Regional Office of MoEF, the
respective Zonal Office of CPCB and the SPCB. The criteria pollutant levels namely;
SPM, RSPM, S02, NOx (ambient levels as well as stack emissions) or critical
sectoral parameters, indicated for the project shall be monitored and displayed at a
convenient location near the main gate of the company and in the public domain.

The environmental statement for each financial year ending 31st March in Form-V as
is mandated to be submitted by the project proponent to the concerned State
